Interstate 70 HEAT Enforcement Results Released
DWI enforcement planned this weekend statewide July 1-4
JEFFERSON CITY – Fourteen Missouri law enforcement agencies provided additional enforcement on Interstate 70 from 6 a.m. on Friday, June 24 to 6 a.m. on Saturday, June 25. 

As a result, 1,650 traffic stops were made resulting in the following violations:
