PROGRAMS FOR FY2012
Outreach coordinators –  The outreach coordinators attend events, make personal contacts with schools, assist with Battle of the Belt, Back to School Fairs, Arrive Alive nights, and work closely with communities to have a presence at appropriate events.

Facebook  - We will utilize the Northeast Region Coalition for Roadway Safety page for promotion, announcements, etc.

Battle of the Belt – we are targeting schools who have not participated in the past first, then following up with schools who have participated in the past.

Back to School Fairs – we are participating in these all over the district.

Older Drivers – we will sponsor at least 5 of the AARP classes (target areas to be determined)

Alex Brown Foundation (no texting and driving presentation by family from Texas) – this is a nonprofit, free no texting and driving program provided by the family of Alex Brown who was killed while texting.  They have confirmed participation at Hannibal High School; we will work with them and other schools to see if schools can be bused in, and if they would be willing to go to other schools in the area (Hannibal, Kirksville are our target venues)

Advertising in/online school newspapers, ad finder, NEMO Trader

Driver’s Education – a program has been introduced by St. John’s Hospital in Springfield to offer private driver’s education training; we will work with a local hospital and/or an insurance agency to determine interest in sponsoring a program in our district.  Otherwise, we will consider providing scholarships to students who take driver’s education through their respective school district.

Arrive Alive at sporting events – Target at least 5 schools to implement Arrive Alive night at sporting events; work with local restaurant/convenience store to provide giveaway items; pledge banners for kids to sign; t-shirts to throw out

Car seats – We will purchase car seats for use at health departments and hospitals that do not currently have car seats to give away.  We will pursue a grant from our local Wal-mart stores to help defray the cost.
